Children in Y4 have benefitted from well planned and enjoyable dance sessions linked to the topic they have been learning in class (WW2).  They have developed a sequence of new movements and worked together on learning 1930’s swinging dance.  They improved their overall confidence in solo and group performance, which resulted in a whole year dance performance for the end of  year production.

Furthermore, the sessions improved teachers’ confidence on how to develop and deliver a dance sequence based on a topic taught in class.


Sports coaches – very successful; children enjoy sessions and are introduced to a wide variety of sports; coaches are very professional and run well planned, enjoyable sessions.
