New playground markings were  installed on the playground – Sept. 2022.
Children are engaged in new active games during break and lunchtimes, led by the Playleaders.
The ‘daily mile’ sign and its aim is being used more purposefully and accurately by classes in PE sessions as agreed with SLT team.
Classes continued to take part in active lessons throughout the year and thoroughly enjoyed it.


It has been a very successful initiative; Play Leaders have carried out their roles responsibly and have enjoyed their experience.  A wide selection of play equipment has been used well and a number of lunchtime games have been implemented effectively.  All children have enjoyed and benefited from the experience.

The session and the support offered on the day provided further guidance for EYFS teachers and it was reflected in their daily/weekly planning.  As a result, meaningful and well-thought through outdoor play activities were planned and therefore children were engaged in and benefitted from a range of play activities. 


JL sourced a number of Outdoor Playground Companies; she obtained 3 separate quotes.  Unfortunately, due to the rising costs and very high prices, the decision was made not to pursue with the redevelopment of the EYFS’s area.


It was agreed that this programme will be sourced for next academic year.




Children have enjoyed well planned lessons and learnt new skills.  Coaches’ expertise in their own areas ensured high quality coaching.
Yoga sessions provided mindfulness and mental well-being.  
Tennis sessions improved eye-hand co-ordination as well as created a chance to try out a sport that many of the children might not have had a chance to try before.
Dance sessions provided a very high quality lessons, where children were able to learn dance moves linked to a topic taught in another curriculum area, such as English or Science.

Play Leaders were trained and took an active part in supporting and encouraging exercise through play during lunch times.






A number of ind. pieces of PE equipment were purchased throughout the year depending on the need (based on the new PE scheme/planning).  As a result, a wide range of relevant equipment (linked to GetSet4PE scheme) was in use in PE sessions.  Children were able to experiment and practice on and with a range of equipment.

Children in all year groups have benefitted from well planned and enjoyable dance sessions linked to the topic they have been learning in class (delivered by Cassie, dance teacher).  They have developed a sequence of new movements and worked together on learning their new dance routines.  They improved their overall confidence in solo and group performance.
Y4 class used their dance sessions to prepare ‘end of the year’ class dance performance.
Furthermore, the sessions improved teachers’ confidence on how to develop and deliver a dance sequence based on a topic taught in class.

Y3 and Y4 members of staff have benefitted from the regular PE skills development/lesson delivery support throughout the academic year (supported by Carolyn - Bespoke Support Wyre Forest Partnership).  Staff commented how much they’ve enjoyed the support and how much more confident they have become at delivering PE lessons as a result of that initiative.



Sports coaches – very successful; children enjoy sessions and are introduced to a wide variety of sports; coaches are very professional and run well planned, enjoyable sessions (tennis and cricket).
Children have developed many new skills in each unit taught as well as developed a more competitive spirit after taking part in games.
Also, this initiative allowed to introduce many children to new sport disciplines (e.g. tennis) - a sport that they have never had a chance to experience before.

Teachers (after shadowing coaches and actively supporting them in lessons) have improved their confidence on how to deliver specific units in PE sessions more effectively.
